Only
courses approved to use the pass/fail grading option may be elected by alumni enrichment
students.

e You are responsible for the reduced per-credit-hour assessment, the registration assessment, the
technology assessment, and any course premiums and laboratory/course fees that may be
assessed for specific courses.

e An alumni enrichment student is limited to enrolling for nine credit hours of undergraduate
coursework (not to exceed three courses) in a single four-month term.

¢ You may not enroll in courses in the field in which you majored or minored as an undergraduate or
graduate student.

e You must meet the regular course prerequisites.

e Internship and cooperative education courses are not available to alumni enrichment students.
