At the University of Michigan-Dearborn, we 
are committed to helping students achieve 
their full potential.  In 2008-2009, 85% of 
freshmen students received some form of 
financial aid.

Financial aid is any source of funds 
available to help you pay for the cost to 
attend college.  It is awarded based on 
merit (academic achievement), as well 
as  your Expected Family Contribution 
(EFC) using information provided on 
your Free Application for Federal Student 
Aid (FAFSA).  Based on your EFC, you 
will be offered a financial aid award that 
may include grants, loans, work-study and 
scholarships.

Whatever your financial resources, we 
always encourage you to complete the 
Free Application for Federal Student Aid 
(FAFSA) by February 14. 

The Office of Financial Aid is ready to assist 
you and your family in finding the funds 
to help pay for a UM-Dearborn education 
through federal, state, university, and 
private sources.

Types of Financial Aid 

Scholarships  – based on academic 
achievement or special talent.

Grants – based on financial need.

Loans – based on federal eligibility 
for both students and parents. 
Loans must be repaid.

Work Study  – students work part-
time on campus or at a non-profit 
organization.

Applying for 
Financial Aid

1. Obtain your Federal 
Student Aid PIN at 

 www.pin.ed.gov .  
Remember that at least 
one parent should also 
have a PIN to electronically 
sign the FAFSA.

2. Complete the Free 
Application for Federal 
Student Aid (FAFSA) by 
February 14 at  

 www.fafsa.ed.gov.   
 The earliest date to file for 

2010-11 is January 1, 2010.

3. UM-Dearborn Federal 
School Code is 002326 .

4. The Office of Financial Aid 
will advise you if you need 
to submit requests for 
income, asset, or household 
documentation.

The Office of Financial Aid 
will begin sending financial aid 
awards in March to students 
admitted to UM-Dearborn for 
Fall 2010.

Must be third or fourth academic-year student with a 3.0 
cumulative GPA or higher. Must declare a qualifying major 
field of study - computer science, engineering, technology, life 
sciences, mathematics, physical sciences, or designated foreign 
language or other field as determined by the U.S. Secretary of 
Education.  Must enroll in at least one course that meets the 
specific requirements of the student’s eligible major. 

TEACH Grant up to $4,000 l  l l l l l

Must be completing necessary coursework for career in 
teaching and will agree to teach for at least four years within 
an eight-year period at Title I school as a “highly qualified 
teacher” in mathematics, science, foreign language, bilingual 
education, special education, or other high need fields as 
defined by U.S. Dept. of Education. Must maintain a 3.25 GPA.  
Additional requirements may apply.
