Composition Placement Exam at UM-Dearborn. Fosétstudents who place below the COMP 105 level, BOM
227 will be required).

ARTS: (3 hrs.) from ART 280,281,282; MUSIC 265,268.
LETTERS: (3 hrs.) from ENGL 240,251,252,253,255,260,267,268IL 152,253.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE:_(8 hrs. from a 2-course sequence) from FREN, GERMBEPAN 151,152,251,252.
A student may be exempted from the foreign languagairement by demonstrating college-level prefidy in an
approved foreign language. Such proficiency maghmvn in one of three ways:
1. By presenting three years of high school work faraign language with a grade of C or better inlgs
semester.
2. By passing a written and oral proficiency exam.
3. By completing a one-semester language course ai0héevel or higher in the chosen language with a
passing grade.
4. Note that demonstrating proficiency does not gcaedlit for courses not taken. Students exempt figam
foreign language requirement must fulfill the 4¢8dit hours with electives.
